Metropolitan areas across North-West 
Europe face a major challenge: dominance 
of fossil-fuelled cars has made transport the 
largest energy consumer and GHG emitter. 
Low Emission Zones help reduce pollution 
but must align with housing, energy, and 
transport policies. Car ownership, 
especially with limited alternatives, is 
costly and harms our cities.  
 
In STEER-NWE, cities are working together 
to make electric carsharing affordable and 
sustainable by improving public space use, 
charging infrastructure, and governance.
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
